Course Description: In the late nineteenth century, anarchist and Marxist thought
filtered into the Andes through two principal avenues: radical political activists and elite
intellectual circles. While the initial points of entry of these socio-critical discourses were
the region’s cities, ports and other transport hubs, they quickly found their way to the
most recondite parts of the region. This course proposes to investigate the shape that
anarchist and Marxist thought took upon its contact with Andean societies through to its
later development among various actors and at diverse sites, from 1890-1950. Already in
the work of the Peruvian Manual Gonzalez Prada in the 1890’s, an anarchist critique of
property is retooled in order to address local semi-feudal land-owning regimes. Over the
course of the first decades of the 20" century, a slew of intellectual-activists take up
powerfully influential anarchism and Marxism in order to tailor it to local contexts and
histories. Some examples include the works of Miguelina Acosta Cardenas, José Carlos
Mariategui, César Vallejo, Raul Haya de la Torre, and Manuel Seoane, in Peru; Jorge
Icaza, Enrique Gil Gilbert, Demetrio Aguilera Malta, Manuel Agustin Aguirre, and
Joaquin Gallegos Lara in Ecuador; and Tristan Marof, Arturo Urquidi Morales, Gamaliel
Churata, and José Antonio Arze in Bolivia. At the same time, both in contact with
intellectuals and independently, urban and indigenous activists such as Carlos Condorena,
Ezequiel Urviola, Domitilia Pareja, and Luis Cusicanqui developed their own
hybridizations of critical Marxist and anarchist discourses that sought to suture urban
revolutionary movements with longstanding indigenous rejections of a colonial status
quo.

In order to understand both the processes of transmission of these discourses and
the particular transformations they underwent in the Andes, the seminar highlights the
exceptional diversity of forms that these interventions took, from essay and chronicle to
novel and poetry, from broadsheets and working-class press to public protest and violent
rebellions, across the linguistic registers of Spanish to the region’s indigenous languages.
How did basic notions of class, commodity, and revolution, shift when faced with
realities of indigenous social formations and history? What transformations were
introduced into received Marxism and anarchism when they were transmitted into oral,
regional Spanish as well as Aymara and Quechua? How did Marxists and anarchists
conceptualize semi-feudal societies and their economies? How did they engage



indigenous social formations and cultures? What modifications did working-class and
indigenous activists introduce into the new critical discourses they encountered? What
are the afterlives of these discourses in the region? Finally, the seminar will consider the
reflection on European critical-theoretical traditions that their reception and immediate
modification in Latin America constitutes.

Reading knowledge of Spanish is required as is a familiarity with the history of Latin
America. The language of discussions will depend on the course registration.

Students will be evaluated according to four criteria:

1) 30% Active participation in class discussion

2) 10% To take place after the Jan. 22 session. Students will prepare
questions at the beginning of each session. These will be shared orally
with the class in the first five minutes of the meeting. Please provide
specific page numbers from assigned texts.

3)15% Leading seminar in partnership with a classmate for roughly one
hour of the session

4) 45% Completion of a 250-word abstract and longer research paper (15-18
pages)

For point 3, in partnership with a classmate you must prepare a class session during the
quarter. This means that you will have to work closely with a colleague in order to figure
out both how to present the materials for the day, with background information, etc, but
especially how to lead class discussion on the text. In order to lead effective class
discussion, and beyond brief biographical and contextual commentary, you must NOT
lecture. The details of how you organize the day’s discussion are up to you, but you
must attend to an equal distribution of labor between the two presenters both in
preparation and execution as well as to the questions that your classmates provide at the
beginning of the session. The latter does not mean that you must answer these discussion
questions, but rather that they should be taken into consideration as you lead your class.
Your goal is twofold: to stimulate and shape class discussion on the text’s main points
and themes as you understand them, and to open up avenues of critical inquiry for further
study. The goal of this requirement is to familiarize students with pedagogical strategies
for leading a seminar. Typically, students will lead class for no more than one hour of the
session.

For point 4, each student will complete a 15-18-page research paper. The paper must
involve centrally texts studied in this course during the Winter quarter. The completed
paper will be evaluated on the soundness of its argument and the clarity of its exposition.
It should, naturally, align with the research interests of the student. Completion of the
paper means that students must submit a 250-word abstract to the instructor on Feb 28 by
4PM. The paper is due on March 20 by 4pm.
